Ask: Is there any ... Sin to confess,  Promise to 
claim,  Attitude to change,  command to obey,  
Example to follow,  Prayer to pray,  Error 
to avoid,  Truth  to believe, Something to 
thank God for 

Pray the verse back to God. 
 
Step 3: Application 
John 13:17 Once you know these things you’ll be blessed if you do them. 
 

What am I going to DO about what I’ve learned? 
 
Step 4: Memorization 
Colossians 3:16 Remember what Christ taught and let His Word enrich your lives and make you wise…
