5 Responses to Conflict
My way. Can’t Hear NO

No way. Can’t Hear YES...(*transformer)
Your way. Can't Say NO
Half way. Can’t Say YES

Our way. Know when to say YES and NO

How to Fight Fair...
Never Compare. Never Condemn. Never Demand. Never Threaten. Never Condescend. Never
Interrupt in the middle of a sentence. Stay on the issue.

How to Make Amends
