Psalm 103:13 As a father has compassion on his children, so the Lord has compassion on those who
honor him...

2. My Heavenly Father can be trusted!
Psalm 33:4 For the word of the Lord holds true, and everything he does is worthy of our trust.

Psalm 116:6 The Lord protects the simple hearted.
Exodus 14:14 The LorD himself will fight for you. Just stay calm.

Lamentations 3:22-24 The faithful love of the LORD never ends! His mercies never cease. Great is his
faithfulness; his mercies begin afresh each morning. | say to myself, “The LORD is my inheritance;
therefore, | will hope in him!

2 Timothy 2:13 If we are faithless, he will remain faithful, for he cannot disown himself.

3. My Heavenly Father is doing things | can’t see!
Job 23:9-10 When he is at work in the north, | do not see him; when he turns to the south, | catch no
glimpse of him. But he knows the way that | take; and when he has tested me, | will come forth as gold.
