Motherhood matters 
 
Proverbs 14:1 A wise woman builds her house but a foolish woman tears hers down with her own hands. 
 

2 Timothy 1:5 That precious memory triggers another: your honest faith – and what a rich faith it is, 
handed down from your grandmother Lois to your mother Eunice, and now to you! 
 

How to Help a Child: 
 

1. Offer them Acceptance 
Matthew 18:5 Anyone who welcomes a little child like this on My behalf is welcoming Me. 
 

Psalm 103:13-14 As a father has compassion on his children, so the Lord has compassion on those who 
fear Him; for He knows how we are formed. 
 
2. Offer Them Guidance 
Psalm 34:11 Children, come and listen to me.  I will teach you to worship the Lord. 
 

Psalm 78:4 We will not hide these truths from our children but will tell the next generation about the 
glorious deeds of the Lord. 
  

Proverbs 22:6 Teach children how they should live, and they will remember it all their life. 
 
3. Offer Them Correction 
Proverbs 10:17 Whoever abides by discipline walks towards life, whoever ignores correction goes astray. 
 

Proverbs 13:24 If you refuse to discipline your son, it proves you don’t love him. 
 

Proverbs 19:18 Discipline your children while they are young enough to learn.  If you don’t you are helping 
them destroy themselves.   

Calmly – Proverbs 29:11,  
Quickly – Proverbs. 13:24,  

Sparingly – Colossians 3:21  
 
4. Offer Them a Voice 
Proverbs 31:8 Speak up for people who cannot speak for themselves.  Protect the rights of all who are 
helpless.
